Safe Disposal of Light Bulbs and Thermostats

Have you upgraded to a new programmable thermostat or LED lightbulbs
for your home or business? Great! But be careful. Never put old wall-
mounted thermostats or fluorescent lightbulbs in the trash or recycling, as
they contain mercury. Mercury is hazardous to human health, wildlife, and
the environment.

Handle items carefully, place in a sealed plastic bag, and bring to our
Colrain Transfer Station attendants. If an item containing mercury breaks,
here’s what to do.
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Incandescent or halogen light bulbs must go in the trash; no recycling is
available. To avoid breakage and accidental injuries, wrap light bulbs in
used paper or plastic before placing them in the trash.

Did you know that our Colrain Transfer Station is able to take items
like tires, bulky waste (appliances, etc.), scrap metal, and
construction waste? Many Franklin County towns have only one or
two dates a year when their special waste can be accepted; we are
fortunate that Colrain’s schedule is much more open.

“A Heartfelt Reacquaintance”

The Historical Society's exhibitions in 2019 and 2021 evoked numerous
comments and memories from attendees. One Colrain native, Carl Byron,
commented after viewing lda Waslaske's painting of the Arthur A. Smith
Bridge:

There is little else that reminds me of my Colrain childhood more than the
Smith Covered Bridge. As a youngster in both 1954 and '55 I recall being
amazed watching it stand as an island in the midst of the North Branch's
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home to "Scotty's Esso" in the early 60's to catch the bus to Arms Academy.
And in those Autumns on Saturday, too, for the bus to/from the Arms foothall
games.

How the tires "thumped" as in later vears the weakened bridge shuttered as our
car slowly ventured thru it! And how it seems little but faith and Yankee
craftsmanship kept it from collapsing when heavy truck loads more than
occasionally crossed it.

Last fall (2020), when hearing it was finally open to traffic I drove up and
simply sat in my car in the bridge for a moment or two. Somehow it seemed
the right thing to do; a heartfelt reacquaintance with an old and dear friend
kept at arm's length for 4 decades past...

The Catamount Hill Association is pleased to announce the transfer of
ownership of the Monument Lot, site of the historic flag-raising of 1812,
from the Mary Lyon Foundation. Paul Davenport (1766-1832), an early
settler, began farming on Catamount Hill in 1798. He offered three acres of
his land for a community school. In 1997 his great-great grandson, Thomas
Hubbard Davenport (1921-1998), concerned about the preservation of the
site, offered it to the Mary Lyon Foundation.

At the time, the Catamount Hill Association, founded in 1875 by
descendants of early settlers, was not eligible to own property. This status
changed when it incorporated in 2016. The Association now owns the spot
where, in 1903, it erected a monument using a foundation stone from the
Farley homestead.
